With these changes come new health challenges. Non-communicable diseases have become the leading cause of death, and unintentional injuries and violence have become major health problems, particularly in young people.
For this special issue, we are interested in original research undertaken in the region by Latin American
researchers that seeks to define these themes and that explores new approaches to the health problems that challenge the region.
We are especially interested in randomised controlled trials and other clinical studies whose results will change clinical practice in the region. Papers should be submitted online by July 6, 2007, and the covering letter should state that the submission is in response to this call for papers.
